1.The hose couplers

a. Install the hose of the blower on the dryer, and clamp the hose 
tightly by rotating the connector.
b. Rotate the house in the direction indicated by the arrow to 
install the hose

trolling,special hose coupler and double motors combination.Those original and innovative 
enable the product to become the most advanced equipment in the field.

1.Insert the flexible tube(2)(without the heat insulation sleeve)into the water blower's air 
out-let,and then anti-clockwise twist to make it tight
2.Choose a suitable nozzle(1),and then anti-clockwise twist on the flexible tube to make it 
tight.According to your need,choose the suitable hose coupler(as showed in the picture).
3.According to the assigned voltage,choose the proper one,(230V or 110V),or the blower 
might be damaged by the wrong voltage.
4.Clean the air intake net leaf regularly.Remove the fixing screw(4)and air intake net cov-
er(5),and then you can do the cleaning and change,which can prevent the air intake from 
being blocked and thus can protect the motor.
5.If the motor does not work,please check whether the power supply has been connected.If 
the connection and contact are good but the product still can not work properly,send it to 
some professional men for fix.Please do not disassemble the product arbitrarily.
